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Executive Summary

The City of Hawthorne’s Consolidated Annual Performance Evaluation Report (CAPER)
reviews activities that occurred during the fourth year of the City’s five-year
Consolidated Plan, Program Years 2005 through 2009. Program Year 2008 began on
July 1, 2008 and ended June 30, 2009.

The Consolidated Annual Performance Evaluation Report is a six-part document
covering the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment
Partnership (HOME), and American Dream Downpayment Initiative (ADDI) Programs.

Part 1 - GENERAL - is a general summary of the City’s overall progress in
meeting the City’s priorities and goals during the program year. It includes the
executive summary, an assessment of one-year goals and objectives, changes
to the program, affirmatively furthering fair housing, addressing obstacles to
meeting underserved needs, leveraging resources, managing the process,
citizen participation, institutional structure, monitoring, and lead based paint
hazard reduction.

Part 2 - HOUSING - includes an assessment of housing needs, specific housing
objectives, public housing strategy, barriers to affordable housing, and HOME
and ADDI actions.

Part 3 – HOMELESS - includes an assessment of homeless needs, specific
homeless prevention elements, and Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG) actions.

Part 4 - COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT - includes an assessment of Community
Development Block Grant actions and the City’s antipoverty strategy.

Part 5 - NON-HOMELESS SPECIAL NEEDS - includes actions taken to address
special needs of persons that are not homeless but require supportive housing
and specific HOPWA objectives and assessment.

Part 6 – OTHER NARRATIVE – includes other CAPER information not covered
in other sections.
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After a review by the public, in accordance with the City of Hawthorne’s Citizen
Participation Plan, the CAPER is submitted to the U. S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD).

High Priority 3. Code Enforcement

As Hawthorne’s housing stock continues to age, it is important that the City maintain its
concentrated code enforcement efforts. When code violations were identified, the City
provided the homeowner information on available rehabilitation programs for use in
correcting the existing code violation.

Goal 1 Preserve existing rental and owner-occupied
housing resources.

High Priority 4. CrimeFree Multifamily Housing Program

The CrimeFree Multifamily Housing Program (CFMH) was designed to help landlords,
property owners, and the Police Department improve the quality of life in and around
apartment complexes, while reducing the calls for police services at participating
complexes. Through a cooperative effort, CFMH helped eliminate gang, drug, and
illegal activity from targeted rental properties

Expenditures $49,466.41 CDBG funds and $260,072.94 City Funds
One-Year Objectives Maintain low crime levels and vacancy rates for the existing 400
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participating rental properties. This program will assist in
reducing the crime levels for the residents of CDBG Target
Areas, which are approximately 56,000 persons per year

Goal 2 Increase Access to the Community’s Existing
Housing Resources

High Priority 5. First-Time Homebuyer Program

This program provided financial assistance to low and moderate income homebuyers.
Assistance is in the form of a deferred loan with zero interest paid in full at the end of
the deferral period. All applicants are required to attend classes and counseling on the
home buying process.

The City amended it Annual Plan to incorporate the Neighborhood Stabilization
Program (NSP). The City submitted a joint application with the City of Inglewood for
NSP funding through the Federal allocation to the State. The funds will be used to
acquire, rehabilitate and sell vacant, foreclosed properties within the two cities.

Expenditures $102,756 HOME funds and $34,539 ADDI funds leveraged
$103,000 CalHome (State funds), $634,795 lender funds, $5,100
seller funds, and $41,099.85 buyer equity funds spent

Goal 2 Increase Access to the Community’s Existing

High Priority 6. Section 8 Voucher Program

The Hawthorne Housing Department administered the Housing Choice Voucher
Program for the Hawthorne Housing Authority. The Housing Choice Voucher Program
provided rental subsidies to extremely low (30% AMI) and very low income (50% AMI)
families and elderly who spent more than 30% of their income on rent. The subsidy
represented the difference between 30% of the adjusted monthly income and the
Payment Standard as determined by the Section 8 program.
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Expenditures $4,600,000 HUD Section 8 Housing Vouchers funds and
$5,200,000 from the City and the County of Los Angeles, under
portability provisions

One-Year Objectives Continue subsidies to eligible households, and market the
Section 8 program. Continue to provide 1,400 low income
households with Section 8 Rental Assistance.

Accomplishments The Hawthorne Housing Department provided rental assistance
for 688 households under its contract authority and an additional
521 households under portable Housing Vouchers. The City
placed 84 new households on the program from its Waiting List.
The Program was fully leased.

Goal 2 Increase Access to the Community’s Existing

High Priority 7. Security Deposit Assistance

The Security Deposit Assistance Program augmented the Hawthorne Housing
Authority’s Section 8 Program and also provided security deposits to non assisted
households. The Security Deposit Assistance Program for Section 8 tenants provided a
zero-percent interest loan, up to one month’s rent, to be used as a security deposit.
The Security Deposit Assistance Program administered by Moneta Gardens
Improvement Inc provided a grant, up to one month’s rent, to be used as a security
deposit.

Goal 2 Increase Access to the Community’s Existing
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Housing Resources
High Priority 8. Tenant Based Rental Assistance

To leverage HUD Section 8 Housing Vouchers funding, the City provided Tenant Based
Rental Assistance to extremely low and very low income households. Similar to the
Section 8 Housing Voucher Program, this program provided rental payments to
landlords on behalf of extremely low and very low income tenants.

Goal 3 Retain the Stock of Affordable Housing Units
High Priority 9. Preservation of At-Risk Units

Currently 14 assisted housing projects are located within Hawthorne. Two assisted
projects are senior rental housing developments owned and operated by TELACU, a
non-profit housing corporation. Five assisted projects are owned and operated by
Access Community Housing, a non-profit housing developer. Two assisted buildings
are owned and operated by Southern California Housing Development Corporation, a
non-profit housing developer. One project is owned and operated by Moneta Gardens
Improvement Inc. And, four projects are owned and operated by the Hawthorne
Community Redevelopment Agency.

See Goal 1, Priority 2 for the acquisition and rehabilitation of
11605 Gale Avenue, 12501 Kornblum Avenue, and 11537 Gale
Avenue.

Homeless Housing and Services

Goal 4 Provide Support Services for the Homeless and
Near Homeless

High Priority 10. Continuum of Care for the Homeless

The Continuum of Care was developed to provide a range of services designed to
assist people from homelessness into permanent housing and a stable living
environment. The Los Angeles Services Authority (LAHSA) is the lead agency for the
Los Angeles Continuum of Care (LACoC). LAHSA coordinated or administered publicly
funded homeless programs in the LACoC and worked closely with hundreds of services
providers, faith based organizations, businesses and foundations, and local
governments that also provided homeless services. The City of Hawthorne worked with
LAHSA in order to address homeless issues in the area through the continuum of care
model.

The City amended its Annual Plan to incorporate the Homelessness Prevention and
Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP) in order to apply for Federal funding.

Expenditures $1,000 CDBG funds and $842,656 nonfederal funds
One-Year Objectives Continue to support local non-profit agencies in expanding

service to their homeless clientele. The city will provide funds to
assist 4 homeless and at-risk people

Accomplishments Behavioral Health Services provided long term residential
treatment for substance abusing women and their dependent
children, serving 6 low/moderate income people

Progress The City exceeded its annual goal for homeless and at-risk of
homelessness services, serving 6 people.

Special Needs

Goal 5 Preserve and Improve the Supply of Supportive
Housing and Public Services for Special Needs
Populations

High Priority 11. ECHO Housing

In partnership with Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc., the City sought to construct and
place ECHO (Elder Cottage Housing Opportunities) housing units behind existing single

family homes. The ECHO housing units would have housed elderly and/or disabled
households related to the property owners. The units would have allowed the family
members to provide assistance while the elderly/disabled household members maintain
their privacy and independence.

Expenditures $1,200.00 funds expended. Remaining funds used for the
acquisition and rehabilitation of 12501 Kornblum Avenue

The Housing Rights Center provided fair housing services including fair housing
education, counseling, enforcement, and landlord/tenant dispute resolution to
Hawthorne residents.

Public Housing

Goal 7 Continue to Support the On-going Efforts of the
Hawthorne Housing Authority to Maximize the Use
of Section 8 Subsides and Other Resources

High Priority 13. Section 8 Voucher Assistance
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The Hawthorne Housing Authority does not own or operate public housing units within
the City. Approximately 1,200 Hawthorne households received Section 8 Rental
Assistance funded and administered by the Hawthorne Housing Authority (see also
Program 6).

Expenditures $9,800,000 HUD Section 8 Housing Vouchers and
Administrative funds and $6,809 HOME funds

Goal 8 Provide Needed Public Infrastructure
Improvements in Targeted Low and Moderate
Income Areas

High Priority 14. Street, Sewer and Storm Drain Improvements

The City identified the need to improve sidewalks, storm drains, street resurfacing,
accessibility, sewer upgrades, and street tree planting within income eligible areas.

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Graffiti removal and crime reduction in low and moderate income areas are a high
priority in Hawthorne. The City provided a graffiti removal crew to remove graffiti within
48 hours of its discovery. The City also worked with the Police Department to make
arrests, where possible, for the graffiti vandals.

High Priority 16. Youth Services

The provision of youth services was identified as an important community need at the
Consolidated Plan Community Workshop and in the Community Development Needs
Survey. Potential youth services include diversion, education, and outreach activities.
These activities were provided after school to reduce crime rates and improve
educational opportunities for low income residents.

Expenditures $135,283.59 CDBG funds and leveraged $132,700 private funds
The City will continue to support various agencies that provide
such services as youth job training, after school activities, drug
prevention, and youth crime reduction/prevention.
School Resource Officer program was projected to serve 1,500
people.
California Youth Karate Club was projected to serve 300 people

One-Year Objectives

Teen Center was projected to serve 70 people.

School Resource Officer provided crime awareness and
prevention for 2,822 youth at three middle schools, of which
2,403 were low/moderate income (85.2%) ($131,783.59).
California Youth Karate Club provided martial arts and physical
fitness training to 122 low/moderate income people ($1,000
CDBG and leveraged $39,000 private funds) .

disability benefits assistance, affordable housing assistance, and
language interpretation for 400 residents within the CDBG Target
Area neighborhoods.

Based on the 2000 Census, 54.03% of the residents in the City of Hawthorne have
incomes at or below 80% of the median family income, low and moderate income. The
City designated three Local CDBG Target Areas Neighborhoods: Northside
neighborhood (generally bounded by El Segundo Boulevard on the south, the city line
on the north, Prairie Avenue/Kornblum Avenue on the east, and the city line on the
west), Moneta Gardens neighborhood (generally bounded by Rosecrans Avenue on the
south, Jack Northrop Avenue on the north, Crenshaw Boulevard on the east, and Prairie
Avenue on the west, and Burleigh Tract (generally bounded by 135th Street on the
south, El Segundo Boulevard on the north, Prairie Avenue on the east, and Hawthorne
Boulevard on the west). The three neighborhoods are Census Tract/Block Groups
containing a majority with income at or below 80% of the area median income. The
Census Tracts/Block Groups are:

Activities confined to the CDBG Target Areas designated include Code Enforcement,
CrimeFree Multifamily Housing, Commercial Rehabilitation, Moneta Gardens
Improvement, and Graffiti Removal.

Program Change As A Result Of Experiences

CHDO reserved funds were set aside to develop the ECHO (Elder Care Housing
Opportunities) housing project. The CHDO hired an architect to produce a preliminary
design for the unit. The CHDO and City held joint public meetings with various
neighborhood associations to solicit interest in the program prior to ordering the
manufacture of the ECHO units. There was very little interest in the program and the
program was cancelled. The remaining funds were used to assist the CHDO in
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acquiring and rehabilitating an existing seven-unit apartment building, 12501 Kornblum
Avenue.

Declining housing values allowed the City to reprogram funds to assist first time
homebuyers (FTHB) purchase housing and to assist agencies to acquire and
rehabilitate apartment buildings. Unobligated ADDI funds and State funds were used to
assist three households purchase homes. Additional funding for the FTHB program
was transferred from the Tenant Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) Program. The TBRA
Program took longer than originally expected to have households lease units, providing
a surplus of funds that were transferred to the FTHB Program. Similarly, the Hawthorne
Community Redevelopment Agency was able to purchase and rehabilitate three
apartment buildings, one of which was partially funded with HOME funds.

In order to address the rising number of foreclosures, the City sponsored a public
information meeting on September 20, 2008. The information meeting was conducted
jointly with the City of Long Beach and the City of Carson, Los Angeles Neighborhood
Housing Services, and Los Angeles County Neighbor Works Center for Foreclosure
Solutions.

The City had an Agreement with Access Community Housing Inc. to administer the
Leslie Zepeda Memorial Neighborhood Improvement Program. The high level of
homeowner participation convinced the City to turn the administration of the city-wide
housing rehabilitation programs to the non-profit agency.

Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing

Impediments To Fair Housing Choice.

The Fair Housing Needs Assessment: Impediments Analysis and Action supported the
following conclusions:

1. Demographic and Housing Conditions

a. The population of Hawthorne experienced a number of changes in regards
to race and ethnicity. Hawthorne continued to be racially and ethnically
diverse, in 1990, the proportions of Hispanic, Asian, White, and African
American residents were relatively evenly distributed. During the 1990s,
the number of White residents decreased considerably and the largest
share of the population (44%) is now comprised of Hispanic residents.

b. Hispanic households are significantly underrepresented in Section 8
assistance. The overwhelming majority of Section 8 participants in
Hawthorne are African Americans.

c. The number of family households with children in the City increased
significantly in the past decade. In 1990, families with children accounted
for 36% of the population and by 2000 the proportion had increased to
44%. Correspondingly, the average household size and family size also
increased among Hawthorne residents. This increase in household size,
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coupled with the limited amount of new housing growth, indicated that
overcrowding continues to be an important issue in the community.
According to the 2000 Census, 31% of all households were overcrowded,
with 20% experiencing severe overcrowding. Overcrowded living
conditions affect a large amount of lower income, renter households in the
community.

d. Crime and poor maintenance within several older apartment complexes in
the City continued to be a pressing issue in the community.

e. The number of homeless individuals observed on City streets and
requesting services has increased. This was largely due to rising rental
prices within Hawthorne and the region, coupled with limited amount of
services. Female-headed households with children were the fastest
growing homeless and at-risk of homelessness populations in Hawthorne.

f. The median household income in Hawthorne was lower relatively to most
surrounding communities and to Los Angeles County as a whole. The
2000 Census reported that Hawthorne residents earned a median
household income of $31,887, 32% lower than the County median of
$42,189. Elderly and large family households comprised the largest
proportion of low and moderate income households in the community.

g. Approximately 36% of all owners and 43% of all renter households
experienced a housing cost burden in 1999.

h. The majority of the housing stock in Hawthorne continued to be comprised
of multifamily units (64%) with almost three quarters of all households in
the community being renters. The declining vacancy rate among rental
units indicated that finding housing in the rental market was a challenge
for many households, particularly for large families.

i. Only limited housing growth had occurred in the City since 1990. The City
has an aging housing stock, with a majority of the units being over 30
years of age. Ongoing repair and maintenance is necessary to keep the
units in sound condition.

j. The City is generally well served by public transit. Most major employers,
community facilities, and affordable housing are located within close
proximity to transit routes.

2. Fair Housing Complaints

a. The majority of housing complaints and inquiries received by the Housing
Rights Center were from African Americans and lower income
households. This may be an indicator of two issues. One, African
American households may face particular impediments to fair housing in
Hawthorne. Two, other race groups, particularly Hispanics who
constituted 44% of the population, may not be aware of fair housing rights
and services.

b. Currently, the most common complaints received by the Housing Rights
Center were related to disability status.
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c. Over the last three years, a number of fair housing complaints received by
the Housing Rights Center and Hawthorne Housing Authority were related
to racial discrimination based on the ethnicity of the apartment managers.

3. Tenant/Landlord Disputes

a. Most cases revolve around disputes over evictions, requests for repairs,
security deposits, and rent increases. In particular, the number of
complaints relating to rent increases increased significantly over the past
years. Issues relating to adequate noticing were a new category the
Housing Rights Center tracked. Noticing issues comprised one-fifth of all
complaints in the City in 2002.

4. Access to Home Purchase and Home Improvement Financing

a. African American households are under-represented in the
homeownership market. African American households made up 39% of
all households in the City, but represented only 22% of the mortgage loan
applications processed in 2000.

b. Overall, Hawthorne had a low conventional home purchase loan approval
rate (61%) compared to the County (69%).

c. Generally the approval rates among all low and moderate income
applicants are consistent among Asian, Hispanic, and White applicants.
African American applicants achieved lower approval rates in comparison.
Among upper income applicants (120%+ MFI), White and Asian applicants
had a much higher approval rate (81% and 75%) compared to Hispanic
(55%) and African American (51%) households.

d. Government-backed loans constituted 26% of all home purchase loan
applications and a higher loan approval rate than conventional loans.

e. Very few households utilized government-backed financing for home
improvement loans.

f. Several lenders had much lower approval rates compared to other lenders
active in Hawthorne

Actions Taken To Overcome Effects Of Impediments Identified

Sixteen recommended actions were included in the Analysis of Impediments. The
recommended actions and the activities undertaken during the past program year are
shown in Table 5.

In Program Year 2008, the City of Hawthorne contracted with the Housing Rights
Center (HRC) for fair housing services. The Housing Rights Center provided two types
of services for the City: direct contact for general housing and fair housing issues and
outreach and education services. During the past Program Year, HRC served a total of
594 Hawthorne people (544 low and moderate income people), 552 people with general
housing issues and 42 people with fair housing issues.

The 552 housing issues involved notices (112 - 20%), substandard conditions (83 -
15%), security deposits (73 - 13%), and evictions (54 – 10%). The majority of the
general housing issues, 66%, were resolved by HRC. The remaining issues were
referred to the Los Angeles County Health Department, Hawthorne Building and Safety
Department, and legal aid.
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The 42 fair housing issues included physical disability (18 - 43%), race (7 - 17%),
mental disability (3 - 7%) and familial status (3 -7%). Twenty of the complaints were
counseled and 17 had cases opened.

The City of Hawthorne continued to publicize the importance of fair housing in its
advertisements and in flyers used as part of the Section 8 briefing packages. The City
Housing Department provided maps of the entire City as part of its briefing package to
encourage participants to look for housing throughout the City. Information on
exercising portability was provided at the briefing session. Briefings were given in
English and in Spanish to encourage wider participation by Hispanic people.

Continue to Implement the Fair Housing Laws by
Providing Funding to Further Fair Housing.

12. Support Fair Housing Services

The City enforced the state and federal fair housing laws within its jurisdiction. To
achieve fair housing goals, the City contracted with the Housing Rights Center to
provide fair housing services. These services included fair housing education,
counseling, enforcement of fair housing laws, and landlord/tenant dispute resolution.

Other Actions Taken to Address Obstacles to Meeting Underserved Needs.

The City funded a number of projects and programs directed at meeting the
underserved housing needs. Programs included housing rehabilitation grants and
deferred loans for owner-occupied housing and renter-occupied housing, mortgage
assistance for first time homebuyers, security deposit grants and deferred loans, rental
assistance. and supporting non-profits in their efforts to provide transitional housing.

In recognition of the large proportion of Hispanic population, the City provided its
Section 8 briefing for new participants in Spanish as well as in English. Spanish
speaking staff was available in the City of Hawthorne Department of Planning and
Community Development and in the City of Hawthorne Housing Department.

Leveraging Resources

informed of the City’s programs and to assure that the participants in the City’s

Match Requirements

Federal regulations require the City to provide a match equal to 25% of the HOME
funds used to develop affordable housing. CDBG funds do not require a match,
although $1,738,067 non-federal funds were provided to leverage activities.

Previously, surplus match for HOME was provided through funding used by the
Southern California Housing Development Corporation for the acquisition and
rehabilitation of the Hawthorne Terrace apartment complex. $4,303,633.16 remained
as surplus match at the end of Program Year 2007.
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In Program Year 2008, the Hawthorne Community Redevelopment Agency spent
$1,983,436 for the acquisition and rehabilitation of 11605 Gale Avenue and 11537 Gale
Avenue. These funds provide additional HOME match.
The U. S. Department of HUD lists communities who have been granted match
reductions due to fiscal distress, severe fiscal distress, and Presidential disaster
declarations. When a community meets one of the distress criteria, it is determined to
be in fiscal distress and receives a 50 percent reduction of match. If a community
satisfies both of the distress criteria, it is determined to be in severe fiscal distress and
receives a 100 percent reduction of match. The Fiscal Year 2009 criteria calculations
are:

A. For a jurisdiction to qualify as distressed based on the poverty criterion, its
percent of families in poverty must have been at least 11.5 percent, which is 125
percent of the average national rate for families in poverty of 9.2 percent.

B. For a jurisdiction to qualify as distressed based on the PCI criterion, its
average PCI must have been less than $16,190, which is 75 percent of the average PCI
of $21,587.

The City of Hawthorne satisfied both criteria and received a 100 percent reduction of
match.

Managing the Process

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Ensure Compliance with Program and
Comprehensive Planning Requirements

The City made all efforts to ensure compliance with its approved five year Consolidated
Plan and Annual Plan. The City utilized IDIS in preparation of the Consolidated Plan,
Annual Plan and CAPER. The City continued to consult with HUD for technical
assistance as well as attended seminars and training programs on varying aspects of
Community Development, HOME, and ADDI program administration.

Citizen Participation

Summary of Citizen Comments

In order to broaden citizen participation and to assure that the public had reasonable
opportunity to review the Consolidated Annual Performance Evaluation Report, the City
Council held a Public Hearing on the CAPER on September 8, 2009. The Public
Hearing was advertised on August 20, 2009, prior to the meeting. The express purpose
of the public hearing was to hear comments concerning the CAPER. No one spoke at
the Public Hearing

The availability of the CAPER and the review period was advertised in the local
newspaper on August 20, 2009. The 15-day review period was from August 24, 2009
through September 7, 2009. In order to provide easy access to the CAPER, copies of
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the report were made available on August 24, 2009 at the Hawthorne Library and the
Hawthorne Memorial Center in addition to the copy at the City Hall. A copy of the
CAPER was also placed on the City’s webpage.

No one submitted written comments on the proposed CAPER.

The City Council conducted three
hearings prior to approval of the Final
Annual Plan. The first hearing was held to
solicit input into the development of the
plan. The level of funding and range of
uses of funds were advertised. The
second hearing was held during the 30-
day review period for the Preliminary
Annual Plan. The third public hearing
was held during the 10-day review period
for the Final Annual Plan. Letters were
sent to a list of non-profit and government
agencies for input into the development of
the Annual Plan.

Foster relationships with other
governmental agencies, as well as
neighboring jurisdictions in the
furtherance of goals and objectives for
preserving the supply of affordable
housing and promoting community
development activities set forth in the
Consolidated Plan.

The City partnered with the City of
Inglewood to make application to the
California State Department of Housing
and Community Development for
Neighborhood Stabilization Program
funding. The two cities approved a Joint
Powers Agreement for the administration
of the program.

No other actions or reform steps were taken during the Fiscal Year.

Monitoring

Frequency

The City of Hawthorne monitors the performance of each organization receiving CDBG
and HOME funds on an annual basis, following the end of the program year. The goals
of the monitoring are to ensure production and accountability, to ensure compliance with
CDBG, HOME, and other Federal requirements, and to evaluate organizational and
project performance.

The City used a monitoring form to determine the applicability of expenditures and to
sample the income determinations used to assure that a majority of people served was
low/moderate income. If there are discrepancies that arise as a result of the monitoring
visit, such items are addressed in fuller detail with the subrecipient.

Monitoring Results

No issues arose as a result of the monitoring of subrecipients.
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Self Evaluation

The highest priorities for the use of CDBG and HOME funds are to promote
homeownership, neighborhood stability, and improvements. The proportion of owner
occupied housing units is very low, 25% of the housing units. The low level of owner
occupancy reduces the level of residents’ involvement in their neighborhood and in the
City.

The economic downturn and related reductions in housing values created increased
opportunities for homeownership and for the acquisition and rehabilitation of apartment
buildings. The City was able to respond to these developments by transferring unused
funds from the Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program to the First Time Homebuyer
Program. The City was able to provide mortgage assistance to three homebuyers. The
City also responded quickly in amending the Agreement with Moneta Gardens
Improvement Inc from developing ECHO housing units to the acquisition and
rehabilitation of a seven-unit apartment building, 12501 Kornblum Avenue. This
amendment allowed the HOME funds to be used quickly while taking advantage of
recently depressed selling prices.

The City continues to work with several non-profit housing agencies to further
affordable, rental housing within the City. The Hawthorne Community Redevelopment
Agency purchased and rehabilitated two apartment buildings, 11529 Gale Avenue and
11537 Gale Avenue. 11529 Gale Avenue is designated for households with incomes at
or below 120% AMI and 11537 Gale Avenue is designated for low income (50% AMI)
households.

The City took steps to address the foreclosure problems occurring. The City, in
cooperation with the City of Carson and Long Beach, held an information meeting in
September 2008 for people threatened with or facing foreclosure. Other agencies were
available at the meeting to offer individual counseling. The City also has partnered with
the City of Inglewood to seek Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) funding from
the Federal allocation to the State to acquire, rehabilitate, and sell vacant foreclosed
houses. The City amended its Action Plan to incorporate activities under NSP.

The City approved an amendment to its Action Plan to allow it to apply for and
administer the Homelessness Prevention and Re-housing Program (HPRP). The City
will receive approximately $703,000 for the Program.

The City also amended its Action Plan to apply for and administer the CDBG-R
Program. Funds will be used for the Commercial Rehabilitation Program and alley
reconstruction in the CDBG Target Areas.

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Evaluate and Reduce Lead-Based Paint
Hazards

All participants applying for assistance under the City’s housing programs were
provided with literature on lead-based paint hazards. The City’s housing inspectors and
Access Community Housing Inc, in administering the housing programs, complied with
the federal requirements for lead-based paint hazards and removal. The City had a
contract with Lead Tech Environmental for all testing, risk assessments, and clearance
testing. Lead based paint hazard remediation was a high priority under the Housing
Rehabilitation Programs. Seventeen housing units had risk assessments conducted as
part of the Housing Rehabilitation Program. No housing units required a clearance
report.
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HOUSING

Housing Needs

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Foster and Maintain Affordable Housing

Generally, the City of Hawthorne used CDBG funds to meet the city’s non-housing
community development needs, goals, and specific objectives and used HOME and
ADDI funds to meet the direct housing needs, goals, and specific objectives.

The City took a multi-focused approach to fostering and maintaining affordable housing;
making additional affordable housing units available, making housing more affordable,
and maintaining the existing affordable housing stock.

Maintaining the existing affordable housing stock has been the mainstay of the City’s
housing programs. The various housing rehabilitation programs offer financial
assistance to low and moderate income homeowners to rehabilitate their housing units.
The City contracted with Access Community Housing to administer the Leslie Zepeda
Memorial Neighborhood Improvement Program on a city-wide basis. The non profit
housing agency had a high degree of success in assisting in the rehabilitation of owner
occupied housing units at a significantly lower program delivery cost. The entire
housing rehabilitation program, funded with revolving loan proceeds from CDBG and
entitlement funds under HOME, was administered by Access Community Housing.

Concentrated code enforcement and graffiti removal within the CDBG Target Areas also
reduce blight and the symptoms of blight, fostering continued investment in and
maintenance of the existing affordable housing stock. The CrimeFree Multifamily
Housing Program seeks to foster a safer environment for the low and moderate income
tenants of CDBG Target Area apartment buildings. Providing training to the property
owners and managers, assisting in tenant screening, and an increased police presence
provides a level of comfort and safety within the individual apartment buildings and
surrounding neighborhoods.

The City entered into a partnership with Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc to develop
12 ECHO (Elder Care Housing Opportunities) housing units. The project was presented
to various neighborhood groups, but solicited no interest from homeowners. The ECHO
project was cancelled and the Agreement with Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc was
revised to allow the non-profit to acquire and rehabilitate a seven unit apartment
building. The building will provide standard, affordable housing units.

The City continued to work with several non-profit housing agencies seeking to acquire
and rehabilitate existing, blighted apartment buildings. The Hawthorne Community
Redevelopment Agency acquired and rehabilitated three apartment buildings, 11605
Gale Avenue, 11529 Gale Avenue, and 11537 Gale Avenue. Funding for the
acquisition and rehabilitation of 11605 Gale Avenue was provided with HOME funds
and Community Redevelopment Agency set aside funds. The other two buildings were
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acquired and rehabilitated with Community Redevelopment Agency set aside funds.
Long term affordability covenants were placed on the buildings to assure affordability
over time.

The City established a Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program with HOME funds to
allow eligible applicants on the City’s Section 8 Rental Assistance waiting list obtain
interim assistance. The City continued the HOME funded security deposit deferred loan
program for Section 8 participants. The City also contracted with Moneta Gardens
Improvement Inc to administer a security deposit program for extremely low and very
low income households. The standard practice of landlords is to require a two month’s
rent security deposit, which places a severe burden, especially for extremely low and
low income households.

The HOME and ADDI funded first time homebuyer program was intended to allow low
and moderate income families become homeowners. The program provides a silent
second mortgage up to $80,000. The reduction in the selling price of housing allowed
the City to assist three households in purchasing standard housing units and furthering
homeownership opportunities.

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Worst Case Housing Needs and Housing for the Disabled

To address the “worst case housing needs”:

1. The Hawthorne Housing Department maintained its Section 8 Rental Assistance
lease-up rate at full utilization of contract authority. Rental Assistance was
provided to 688 households under City contract authority and 521 as portable
vouchers from the City of Los Angeles and the County of Los Angeles. Eighty-
four new participants from the waiting list were provided assistance during the
program year. HOME funds were used to provide additional tenant based rental
assistance on an interim basis for households on the Section 8 Waiting List.
Twenty-two extremely low income and three low income households were
assisted during the program year.

2. The HOME funded Security Deposit Program administered by the City provided
deferred loans to Section 8 participants unable to afford the security deposit
required to lease an apartment. The Program assisted 3 extremely low income
and 4 low income households. The HOME funded Security Deposit Program
administered by the Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc. provided grants unable
to afford the security deposit required to lease an apartment. The Program
assisted 35 extremely low income and 5 low income households.

3. The Multifamily Housing Disability Improvement Program provided grants to
landlords and/or tenants to retrofit apartment units to meet the needs of disabled
tenants. No units were assisted under this Program during the program year and
the Program was terminated.

4. The City of Hawthorne maintained its position on the Housing Coalition. Under
the auspices of the Los Angeles County Department of Mental Health, the
Coalition consisted of representatives of various housing agencies assisting the
homeless and people with mental health problems. The Coalition sought to
coordinate efforts and understanding between agencies.

5. Behavioral Health Services, under the Patterns Program, assisted 6 homeless
people, providing long-term residential treatment for substance abusing women
and their dependent children.

6. The number of affordable multifamily housing units was expanded through the
acquisition and rehabilitation of four apartment buildings. The Hawthorne
Community Redevelopment Agency acquired three buildings, two of which are
designated for low income tenants. Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc. acquired
one apartment building designated for low income tenants. Since neither agency
displaced existing tenants, occupancy by income appropriate households will
occur over time.

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Improve Public Housing and Resident
Initiatives.

The Hawthorne Housing Authority neither owned nor operated public housing units
within the City. The Hawthorne Housing Authority, with staffing provided by the City of
Hawthorne Housing Department, was responsible for the administration of 1,209
Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers. The Housing Authority had grant authority for 686
units (684 Housing Vouchers and 2 Moderate Rehabilitation Vouchers)and had 688
under lease. The remaining Housing Vouchers (521) administered by the Housing
Authority were port-ins from the City of Los Angeles and the County of Los Angeles
Public Housing Agencies. Eighty-four new participants were placed on the program
from the Waiting List.

HOME funds were used to provide interim tenant based rental assistance for eligible
households on the Section 8 waiting list. These households maintain their position on
the waiting list and ultimately will move from HOME funded assistance to Section 8
assistance. Twenty-five households were assisted during the program year.

HOME funds were used to provide deferred loans to7 Section 8 participants for security
deposits. This widened housing choice and increased the success rate for people
entering the Section 8 Program. HOME funds also were used to provide grants for
security depositions under a program administered by the Moneta Gardens
Improvement Inc. Forty households were assisted, of which 39 were Section 8
participants.

The CrimeFree Multifamily Housing Program assisted in the administration of the
Section 8 Housing Voucher Program by conducting fraud investigations and
determinations of criminal activities by participants. As residents of the 328 buildings
participating in the Program, the security and safety of the Section 8 participants are
improved.

BARRIERS TO AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Eliminate Barriers to Affordable Housing.

The five-year Consolidated Plan identified potential barriers to affordable housing, which
included the lack of vacant land zoned for residential uses, the high cost of land, and
the high cost of construction. Impediments to affordable housing can be created by the
public sector through overt actions, covert actions, and inactions. Private sector actions
through financing services, real estate transactions, and leasing policies can similarly
narrow choice.

The City of Hawthorne has taken many steps to assure that its programs and actions
are administered and advertised in a way that encourages wide participation by all
segments of the population. It has undertaken specific housing programs to promote
wider housing choice by providing financial assistance for owner-occupied housing
rehabilitation, renter-occupied housing acquisition and rehabilitation, tenant based rental
assistance, security deposit assistance, and mortgage assistance to purchase housing.

The rehabilitation programs incorporate necessary repairs to bring the housing units up
to code and to make them accessible to disabled residents. The acquisition and
rehabilitation of apartment buildings helps to create and maintain standard affordable
housing units in the City. The tenant based rental assistance program and the security
deposit assistance programs are administered in a manner to allow the widest choice of
housing and to allow easy access to employment, education, and services. The first-
time homebuyer program allows participants to look for housing throughout the City.

While there are few actions that can feasibly eliminate all barriers to affordable housing,
the City was prepared to and took strides to ameliorate the conditions that prevented
residents of the City from obtaining quality, affordable shelter.
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The City adopted an updated Housing Element, 2000 to 2005, in August 2003 that was
subsequently approved by the State in December 2003. The Housing Element set forth
the goals, policies, programs and objectives to address the identified housing needs
and constraints, utilizing the resources available to the City. The goals and policies set
forth in the Housing Element addressed five major issue areas:

1. Conserve and improve the condition of the existing affordable housing stock
2. Assist in the development of adequate housing to meet the needs of low- and

moderate-income households
3. Remove, to the extent feasible, constraints to the development, improvement,

and preservation of housing.
4. Identify adequate housing sites which will be made available through appropriate

zoning and development standards to facilitate and encourage the development
of a variety of housing types for all residents, and

5. Assure equal housing opportunity for all residents.

The City has contracted with a consultant to prepare an update to the Housing Element
for the period 2006 through 2014. In order to provide a sufficient number of properties
which can be redeveloped at a density that would make them economically feasible for
affordably priced units, the City is amending its General Plan, Zoning Ordinance and
Zoning Map. The proposed changes require an Environmental Impact Report, which is
underway. These amendments must be adopted in concert with the approval of the
Housing Element. It is anticipated that the Housing Element update will be completed
and approved during Program Year 2009.

HOME/ AMERICAN DREAM DOWN PAYMENT INITIATIVE (ADDI)

Assessment of Relationship of HOME Funds to Goals and Objectives

The City of Hawthorne Consolidated Plan reserved HOME funds for housing activities
including: rental assistance and security deposits, first time homebuyer mortgage
assistance, single family housing rehabilitation, multifamily housing acquisition and
rehabilitation, and fair housing activities. All funds were used in accordance with HOME
and ADDI regulations and requirements.
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The City entered into an Agreement with Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc (MGI) to
develop and place 12 ECHO units. Due to a lack of interest in the Program, the
Agreement was amended to allow the agency to acquire and rehabilitate an apartment
building. MGI purchased a 7-unit apartment building, located 12501 Kornblum Avenue.

The softening of the housing market allowed the City’s Community Redevelopment
Agency (CRA) to acquire and rehabilitate three apartment buildings on Gale Avenue.
11605 Gale Avenue was acquired with a combination of HOME and CRA funding. The
other two buildings, 11529 Gale Avenue and 11537 Gale Avenue, were acquired with
CRA funding.

With the exception of two housing units that were rehabilitated under the direct
administration of the City staff, Access Community Housing administered the entire
owner occupied housing rehabilitation program for the City. The two units had started
the process with the City prior to the City’s Agreement with Access Community Housing.

An additional 7 households were assisted under the City administered Security Deposit
Program. The program allows Section 8 participants to borrow an amount equal to one
month’s rent to be used for the required security deposit. Forty extremely low and low
income households were assisted under the Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc
administered Security Deposit Program.

Interim tenant based rental assistance was provided to 25 households on the Section 8
Waiting List. Rental assistance will be provided until the households are able to obtain
Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers. Unspent funds were transferred to the First Time
Homebuyer Program.

Existing unspent funding and funds from the Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program
(TBRA) were available to provide mortgage assistance for first time homebuyers. The
City provided up to $80,000, using HOME and ADDI funding, as a deferred loan to
reduce the amount of the primary mortgage. Three households were provided with
mortgage assistance.

Program Income and Recaptured Funds

The City received $63,984 as Program Income during the year. Program Income was
derived from the repayment of prior housing rehabilitation deferred loans. $32,307 was
used for the Single Family Rehabilitation Program and $31,677 was used for the First
Time Homebuyer Program. All funds were spent.

No Recaptured Funds were received during the Program Year.

Match Contributions Report

The HOME Program requires a 25% non-federal dollar match for all HOME funds spent
on housing activities. The HOME Program Match Report, HUD Form 40107A, identifies
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and explains the City’s match obligation. The required match is $608,502, 25% of the
total HOME expenditures less administrative expenditures.

Previously, surplus match for HOME was provided through funding used by the
Southern California Housing Development Corporation for the acquisition and
rehabilitation of the Hawthorne Terrace apartment complex. $4,303,633.16 remained
as surplus match at the end of Program Year 2007.

In Program Year 2008, the Hawthorne Community Redevelopment Agency spent
$1,983,436 for the acquisition and rehabilitation of 11605 Gale Avenue and 11537 Gale
Avenue. These funds provide additional HOME match.

The total match available for the 2008 Program Year was $6,287,069.07. The required
match was $608,502.00. At the end of the Program Year, the City retained
$5,678,567.07 as excess match carried over to the 2009 Program Year.

The U. S. Department of HUD lists communities who have been granted match
reductions due to fiscal distress, severe fiscal distress, and Presidential disaster
declarations. When a community meets one of the distress criteria, it is determined to
be in fiscal distress and receives a 50 percent reduction of match. If a community
satisfies both of the distress criteria, it is determined to be in severe fiscal distress and
receives a 100 percent reduction of match. The Fiscal Year 2009 criteria calculations
are:

A. For a jurisdiction to qualify as distressed based on the poverty criterion, its
percent of families in poverty must have been at least 11.5 percent, which is 125
percent of the average national rate for families in poverty of 9.2 percent.

B. For a jurisdiction to qualify as distressed based on the PCI criterion, its
average PCI must have been less than $16,190, which is 75 percent of the average PCI
of $21,587.

The City of Hawthorne satisfied both criteria and received a 100 percent reduction of
match in Program Year 2009..

Contracts and Subcontracts with Minority Business Enterprises (MBEs) and
Women’s Business Enterprises (WBEs)

The HOME Program MBE and WBE Report, HUD Form 40107, reports contracts and
subcontracts with Minority Business Enterprises (MBEs) and Women’s Business
Enterprises (WBEs).

The City provided participants in the Single Family Rehabilitation Program with a list of
approved contractors. The listing has 19 general contractors. Thirteen of the general
contractors are minority business enterprises (MBEs). Six of the contractors are
Hispanic, three are Asian, and four are Afro-American. The contractors must be
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licensed in the City to be eligible to participate in the City’s Rehabilitation Program. The
City has been successful in attracting minority business enterprises for HOME funded
activities.

Assessments

On-Site Inspections of Rental Housing

Hawthorne Terrace complex, on Kornblum Avenue, was completed and occupied during
Program Year 2005. Eleven units were assisted with HOME funding. Inspections are
biennial. The 11 units were inspected by the City during Program Year 2007 and
determined to be in compliance with HUD housing standards. The units will be
inspected during Program Year 2009.

12501 Kornblum Avenue and 11605 Gale Avenue were inspected during the program
year and were determined to be in compliance with HUD housing standards.

The 7 units occupied by participants receiving security deposit assistance under the City
administered program were inspected and were found to comply with the Housing
Quality Standards used by the Section 8 Voucher Program. The 40 units receiving
security deposit assistance under the Moneta Gardens Improvement Inc. administered
program were inspected and were found to comply with the Housing Quality Standards
used by the Section 8 Voucher Program.

The 25 units occupied by participants receiving tenant based rental assistance were
inspected and were found to comply with the Housing Quality Standards used by the
Section 8 Voucher Program.

Other HOME activities were limited to owner-occupied Single Family Housing
Rehabilitation, First Time Homebuyer Assistance, and Fair Housing activities.

Affirmative Marketing Actions

The City certified that it made effort to affirmatively further fair housing as a participating
jurisdiction that received HOME and ADDI Program funds. The City promoted fair
housing and contracted with the Housing Rights Center to provide a variety of fair
housing services.

Southern California Housing Development Corporation, Moneta Gardens Improvement
Inc, and the Hawthorne Community Redevelopment Agency are required to affirmatively
market the units in their respectively owned buildings.

Outreach to Minority and Women Owned Businesses

Seven of the 12 contractors used for the HOME and CDBG rehabilitation programs
were MBEs, accounting for 48.8% of funds spent on rehabilitation. The majority of the
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Minority Business Enterprises were Hispanic owned businesses, accounting for six of
the contractors, $835,439 spent. The remaining MBE was Asian, $244,200 spent. No
contractors were WBEs. The City continued its outreach to minority and women owned
businesses.
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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Community Development

Assessment of Relationship of CDBG Funds to Goals and Objectives

The 2005-2009 Priority Community Development Needs identified a high priority for
infrastructure improvements, graffiti removal, youth services, park facility improvements,
and economic development programs. Assistance for at-risk youth is qualified for
CDBG funds under the Limited Clientele objective. Infrastructure improvements are
CDBG eligible activities within income-eligible areas.

Funds were used to cover costs for personnel and services necessary for general
management, community participation, oversight, coordination, reporting, monitoring,
evaluation, and new program development.

Generally, the City of Hawthorne used CDBG funds to meet the city’s non-housing
community development needs, goals and specific objectives and used HOME funds to
meet the direct housing needs, goals, and specific objectives.

Progress Towards Meeting Goals for Providing Affordable Housing Using
CDBG Funds

Activity serving the homeless and at-risk population focused on transitional shelter
needs. The City provided funding to Behavioral Health Services, which served 6
women and dependent children.

Housing activities with CDBG funds were intended to augment the housing activities
conducted with HOME, ADDI, and other funding resources. There were three activities
funded with CDBG funding:

1. The Multifamily Housing Disability Improvements Program was designed
to serve the specific needs of disabled renters while also improving the
rental housing stock. No activity during the Program Year for this prior
year’s program and the program was terminated.

2. The Minor Home Repair Program provided grants up to $10,000. The
Program was on-going and 5 housing units were rehabilitated. The
program was funded from program income received and applied to the
Housing Rehabilitation Revolving Loan fund.

3. Lead based paint hazard risk assessments were conducted on housing
units participating in the Housing Rehabilitation Program. Seventeen
housing units had risk assessments of which 5 were paid for with CDBG
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funds. Lead based paint hazards must be eliminated as part of any
rehabilitation project.

Code enforcement was a high priority for the City and was expanded with CDBG
funding to 24/7 service. Code enforcement activities inspected 2,050
housing units, exceeding the proposed accomplishments.

Activities Benefiting Extremely Low-Income, Low-Income, and Moderate
Income Persons

One hundred percent of CDBG funded activities benefited extremely low-income, low-
income, and moderate-income people. Income determination was based on the special
U.S. Census data indicating Block Groups where a majority of the residents were
extremely low-income, low-income and moderate-income. These Census Block groups
were designated as CDBG Target Areas.

CDBG Target Area activities included Code Enforcement, CrimeFree Multifamily
Housing, Graffiti Removal, and Commercial Rehabilitation.

The remaining activities were based on determination of the individual participant’s
income level. Such activities included Single Family Housing Rehabilitation, Behavioral
Health Services, Moneta Gardens Improvements, Teen Center, and California Youth
Karate Club. Income eligibility for the School Resource Officer was based on the
School District’s records on free and supported lunch programs.

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Nature of and Reasons for any Changes in Program Objectives

There were three substantial revisions to the Consolidated Plan program priorities or
objectives for the use of CDBG funds during Program Year 2008. The substantial
amendments were:

1. Adding Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) as an activity. The
amendment allowed the City of Hawthorne, in partnership with the City of
Inglewood, to apply for NSP funding through the allocation to the State of
California.

2. Adding Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing (HPRP) as an activity.
The amendment allowed the City to apply for HPRP funding.

3. Adding Community Development Block Grant American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009 (CDBG-R) as an activity. The amendment allowed the
City to apply for CDBG-R funding.

Revisions to the Action Plan were as follows:

1. Project 35 PY 2001/Activity 173 Multifamily Disability – Program terminated,
remaining funds, $7,692.68, transferred to Activity 483 Commercial
Rehabilitation.

2. Project 8 PY 2008/Activity 486 School Resource Officer - additional $7,783.59
funds transferred from Activity 492 CrimeFree Multifamily Housing.

3. Project 10 PY 2006/Activity 433 Commercial Rehabilitation - additional $120,000
funds transferred from Housing Rehabilitation, $55,646 transferred from Program
Income, and $8,600 transferred from Activity 482 Access Community Housing
(Housing Rehabilitation).

4. Project 11 PY 2008/Activity 483 Commercial Rehabilitation - additional
$29,381.71 funds transferred from Activity 482 Access Community Housing
(Housing Rehabilitation), Activity 173 Multifamily Disability, Activity 475 Vildred
Davis (Housing Rehabilitation), and Activity 480 Alicia Caballero (Housing
Rehabilitation).

The above amendments to the Action Plan were not considered substantial revisions.

There were two revisions to the Consolidated Plan program priorities or objectives for
the use of HOME funds during Program Year 2008.

1. Project 14 PY 2007/Activity 478 ECHO Housing was cancelled and new project
and activity established Project 21/PY 2008 Activity 478 Multifamily Rehabilitation
CHDO Project established. $1,195,892 funds from Program Year and prior
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years transferred to the new project and activity. The revision was a reversion of
approved activities.

2. Project 14/ PY 2008 Activity 497 Tenant Based Rental Assistance was reduced
in scope and funds ($147,481) transferred to Project 15/ PY 2004 First Time
Homebuyer Assistance

The above amendments to the Action Plan were not considered substantial revisions.

Assessment of Efforts in Carrying out Planned Actions

The City did not hinder implementation of the Consolidated Plan/Annual Plan by any
actions or willful inaction. With the exception of additional Section 8 Housing Choice
Vouchers, the City pursued all resources it said it would by obtaining CDBG, HOME,
and ADDI funds. The City applied for Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing
Program (HPRP) funding from HUD. The City applied for Community Development
Block Grant American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (CDBG-R) funding from
HUD. The City also applied for Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) funding from
California State Department of Housing and Community Development.

The City regularly reviewed the progress in meeting the objectives of the Action Plan.
The City took steps to accelerate the implementation of activities. Funds that were not
used in an expeditious manner or activities that could not be completed were
reallocated to other activities. The City followed the current HUD approved Action
Plan, as amended.

Certifications of Consistency

The City did not provide certifications of consistency for other HUD Programs, i.e.,
202/811, 235, 221d3, and 4. The City provided certifications of consistency with the
Consolidated Plan for other funding programs. The City provided the requested
certifications of consistency in a fair and impartial manner. The City supported
applications by other entities that met the needs and priorities indicated in the
Consolidated Plan.

Meeting National Objectives

The primary objective of the Community Development Block Grant program is to
develop viable urban communities by providing decent housing, a suitable living
environment, and expanding economic opportunities principally for persons of low and
moderate income. All CDBG projects must meet one of the three national objectives:

1. Principally benefit low and moderate income persons;
2. Aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight; or
3. Meet other urgent community needs.
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All programs principally benefited low and moderate income people. One hundred
percent of the funds spent during the Program Year principally benefited low and
moderate income people.

Anti-Displacement and Relocation

The rehabilitation projects completed on occupied properties with CDBG funds during
the Program Year were under the Housing Rehabilitation and the Commercial
Rehabilitation Program. Neither of these programs involved the displacement of
existing tenants or businesses. The rehabilitation projects completed on occupied
properties with HOME funds during the Program Year were under the Housing
Rehabilitation, CHDO Multifamily Acquisition and Rehabilitation, and the Multifamily
Acquisition and Rehabilitation Programs. HOME and ADDI assistance were also
provided under the First Time Homebuyer Assistance Program. None of these
programs involved the displacement of existing owners and/or tenants. There was no
displacement and/or relocation created under the CDBG, HOME, and ADDI funded
programs.

Job Activity for Low and Moderate Income People for Economic Development
Activities

There were no job activities.

Activities that Serve a Limited Clientele

Limited clientele activities are activities that benefited a limited clientele; at least 51% of
who must be low and/or moderate income persons. To qualify as a limited clientele
benefit, the activity must comply with one of the following:

1. Obtain information on family size and income so that it is evident that at least
51% of the clientele are low and moderate income

2. Have income eligibility requirements that limit the activity exclusively to low and
moderate income persons.

3. Be of such nature and/or be in such location that it may be concluded that the
activity’s clientele will primarily be low and moderate income persons

4. Benefit a clientele who are generally presumed to be principally low and
moderate income persons, including abused children, battered spouses, elderly
persons, disabled persons, homeless persons, illiterate persons, persons living
with AIDS, and migrant farm workers.

A majority of the public services provided with CDBG funding served a limited clientele.
The activities were: Behavioral Health Services, California Youth Karate Club, Moneta
Gardens Improvement Inc, Teen Center, and School Resource Officer. The above
listed public service agencies obtained information on the family size and income to
determine eligibility. The School Resource Officer Program relied on income
information from the Hawthorne School Districts.
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CDBG Program Income

Program Income received during Program Year 2008 totaled $304,419.86. The City
received $32,439.98 as repayments of loans under the Business Assistance Loan
Program, $217,850.16 as the annual repayment of the Section 108 loan from Muscle
Improvement Inc. and $54,129.72 was received from repayment of prior deferred loans
from the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Program.

Float Funded Activity

The City did not have any float-funded activity, nor was there any repayment of float-
funded activities.

Income from Sale of Parcels

No income was received from the sale of parcels. No properties were acquired or
improved with CDBG funds that were available for sale.

Prior Period Adjustments

No prior period adjustments were made in this reporting period for expenditures that
were disallowed.

Loans and Other Receivables

No loans were in default or written off this past program year.

Lump Sum Agreements

There were no lump sum agreements in this reporting period.

ANTIPOVERTY STRATEGY

Actions Taken During the Last Year to Reduce the Number of Persons Living
Below the Poverty Level.

The anti-poverty strategy highlighted programs, goals, and policies which addressed the
causes and problems associated with poverty and the ways in which these efforts were
coordinated with other public and private agencies to ultimately reduce the number of
such households.

The City, through its Commercial Rehabilitation Program, sought to strengthen the
economic base of the community. The financial assistance for rehabilitating the facades
