Hawthorne Police Officer Andrew Garton (1967 – 2011) 
 

The Hawthorne Police Department is saddened to confirm that Officer Andrew Garton, a seven and 

a half year veteran of the Hawthorne Police Department, was killed in an on-duty traffic collision, on 

Thursday, May 26, 2011.  Officer Garton was on a police motorcycle assisting in the funeral escort 

duties of a Manhattan Beach police officer, who had passed away earlier this month.  The collision 
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occurred near the intersection of 227th Street and Hawthorne Blvd., in the city of Torrance.  The 

collision is being investigated by the California Highway Patrol. 

 

Officer Garton was married, and had two sons, ages 12 and seven.  The outpouring of assistance 

and support for Officer Garton’s family and the Hawthorne Police Department is greatly 

appreciated.
